Dear Parishioners,
On Monday, 

May 25, Pope Leo 
XIV published his 
first encyclical 

letter.  A papal encyclical is a 
letter from the pope outlining the 
church's perspective on a 
particular topic.  This new 
encyclical is entitled Magnifica 
Humanitas, which is Latin for 
Magnificent Humanity.  This 
encyclical is Pope Leo’s response 
to the recent technological 
advances that our society has 
made.  It is an application of the 
teachings of Christ to the use of 
AI and other technologies in our 
modern world.  Our parishes will 
be having a study group to discuss 
this new encyclical.  It will be a 
four-week series on Friday 
mornings at 11:30 AM beginning 
on July 10.  All are invited to 
attend.  Participants will be 
encouraged to read portions of the 
encyclical and to come prepared 
to discuss what they’ve read.  The 
cost is $5.
